GOAL: Axle load <5000 Ibs, TV hitch weight between 10-15% of the coach weight (for stable towing) and within TV hitch limit, or any single wheel load
<2600 Ibs (wheel is more limiting than the tire)

Observations: All three travel scenarios are well within design limitations of the axle and wheels. The streetside runs about 150-200lbs lighter in the
scenarios above. As the trailer is loaded with groceries and personal effects (utilizing the streetside spaces first) the trailer can be brought into parity.
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
